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PORTSMOUTH.
HOW PORTSMOUTH FACES THE COMING YEAR.

“ One door closes and another opens,” your cheery optimist
is wont to declare. Portsmouth believes it, on the one condition
that you see to the opening of the other door yourself. So far as
the city is concerned—that new city which has been raised to the
civic grade of a Lord Mayoralty by an officialdom that obviously
does not visualise the place as decadent the new door is being
pushed open with vigour,

The Navy has been reduced and the Dockyard with it. As
the Angel of Peace unfolds her wings more and more over a war-
weary world, this reduction must 80 on apace. How then are
Portsmouth’s quarter-of-a-million mouths to be fed ?  Well, there
is Southsea, an ideal seaside resort, with matchless natural beauties—
the Isle of Wight as a background, to wit supplemented by the
urbanities of a city that knows how to cater for purchasers and
pleasure seekers, a Navy smart in personnel and material, and a
hinterland of rare delights radiating north, east and west.

THE SOUTHSEA OF TO-DAY.

Since the War Office loosed the jealous hand it had kept on
Southsea Common and sold a large portion of it to the Corporation,
the freedom of action thus ensured has not lain dormant. Gay
flower-beds, attractive stone terracing, a delightful rock garden,
a bandstand and many, tennis courts attest the area of development
that has set in. This great asset has been cleverly exploited.

Motor traction has made the roads into Portsmouth more
important than ever, and here again the civic fathers are rising
to the occasion. In the last decade the highways giving access to
the city have been improved and added to out of all knowledge,
and they would now indeed astonish any Rip Van Winkle who
came back to look at them. The good work is still going on and
Portsmouth will probably have an eastern road out before the year
ends. This road will of necessity tend to develop the rising suburb
of Copnor and will give a fillip to the use of the splendid
(I])l‘])()mtion Golf Course and playing pitches on the Great Salterns
